    Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of the

Moresby Parish Council
held on the 6th February 2012

1. Attendance:  Chairman Cllr Lawson, Cllrs Coward, Horricks, Kelly, Pritchard, Rosin, Troughton, Young, County Cllr Ross and the Clerk. Two members of the public were present.

2 Apologies and Announcements: There were apologies from Mr Clark and Mrs McGuirk 

3. Approval of the last minutes: The minutes of the January 2012 meeting were agreed subject to the insertion of “to” in 7b and “Campaign to Protect Rural England” in 11e

4 Declaration of Member’s Interests: It was agreed that should an item arise where it was proper for a declaration of interest to be made it would be done at that stage.

5 Co-option of Councillor The clerk said he had received an application to join the council and fill the vacancy from Mrs Helen Conway of Low Moresby. Mr Horricks proposed that the application be accepted and this was agreed without dissent. The clerk said he would contact Mrs Conway.
6. a) Ward/County Councillor. County Cllr Ross said that the question of improving the safety measures at the old railway bride had been discussed at the county council’s local committee for Copeland when it met on the 27th January 2012. He said that it was agreed in principle to introduce a one way system for a short length of road which would prevent traffic entering the C4006 beside the bridge. He said that the matter would now be put to the legal department who would consult local residents. He said it was hoped to publish the order in April 2012. He said that a site visit to Weddicar Rigg had been fixed for later in the month

b) Public Participation Steve Johnston addressed the meeting about the problems that were being encountered on the U4009 between the Howgate roundabout on the A595 and the U4008 below the Rosehill Theatre. He said that although the lane was very narrow it was short cut to the main road and was used by numerous heavy goods vehicles as well as a large number of cars and vans. He said that the verges were in a poor state and his property had been damaged. He said an additional concern was that a children’s nursery was situated beside the lane He said that he had contacted local councillors in the past without success. The clerk said that he had contacted the county council traffic and highways manager recently about the problem and would copy the correspondence

7 Police Report The chairman welcomed PCSO Mark Fishpool who said that he would now patrol Moresby and Distington in addition to Bransty Parton and Lowca. He said that the log for Moresby showed three entries since the last meeting. He said he was now able to obtain information from the police results site which showed figures about a month in arrears. The figures showed Moresby incidents in December were below the Cumbria general figure and that Cumbria were below the national average. Mark Fishpool spoke about the Cumbria Community Messaging service which could be accessed through the Cumbria police website. He said that were benefits by registering and signing up.

8 Managing Radioactive Waste Safely The clerk said that a discussion was to take place at the next Howgate meeting to be held at Lowca on the 21st February 2012. He said a drop in session was to be held at Egremont Market Hall on the 9th February 2012 and a public meeting was to take place on the 28th February 2012 at Cleator Moor civic hall Nick Troughton said he was not happy about the inventory section and would draft a response

9. Traffic/ Highways. 

a) Roadside Memorial. The clerk said he had contacted the traffic and highways manager who said the county council officers were meeting on the 9th February 2012 to discuss the problem that was county wide
b) Flooding The clerk said he had received a response from David Bechelli about flooding on Copeland council’s land at Eden/Churchill drive. He had passed the information to Ward Cllr Blackwell before contacting the complainant.

c) C 4008 to Hensingham The clerk said that improvement work for this section of road was planned for 2012 2013 budget constraints permitting. 

d) U 4009. The clerk said this was the issue subject to public participation and that the highways and traffic manager had indicated that the issue was on the next CCC/HA meeting
10 Howgate Ward Steward The clerk said that the lengthsman had undertaken a great deal of litter picking and Mr Kelly confirmed that work on the verges of the road north of Moresby Parks was in progress. 

10a Play Area and Allotments The clerk said that he had asked Works 4 You to provide quote for work on the Allotment and Sovereign were also providing a quote for improvements to the play area
