    Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of the

Moresby Parish Council
held on the 9th January 2012

1. Attendance:  Chairman Cllr Lawson, Cllrs Clarke, Coward, Horricks, Kelly, McGuirk, Troughton, Ward Cllr Blackwell, County Cllr Ross and the Clerk. 

2 Apologies and Announcements: There were apologies from Mrs Pritchard and Mrs Rosin. The clerk said he had sent a card of condolences to Mrs Young following the death of her husband 

3. Approval of the last minutes: The minutes of the December 2011 meeting were agreed 

4 Declaration of Member’s Interests: It was agreed that should an item arise where it was proper for a declaration of interest to be made it would be done at that stage.

5. a) Ward/County Councillor. County Cllr Ross said that the Neighbourhood Forum meeting was to take place at the Moresby Parks Social Club on the 17th January 2012 starting at 7.00pm.He said that consultation was taking place about the priority system at the old railway bridge. Ward Cllr Blackwell said he had more information He said that there was a proposed one way system between 96 and 101 Moresby Parks. He was aiming to obtain further and better traffic safety measures. He said that the matter was to be discussed at the county council’s local committee for Copeland meeting on the 27th January 2012.

b) Public Participation None.

6 Police Report The clerk said that PCSO had sent his apologies with a note. He said that he was leaving on the 5th February and that he believed that PCSO Fishpool would cover the area. He said the log contained a criminal damage to a vehicle on Moresby Parks Road with an arrest being made. He said that reports of vehicle racing on the Industrial estate had been received but no sightings had been made. A dog kennel had been stolen and enquiries were continuing.  Finally he said that bike marking would be undertaken at Distington youth club on the 17th January 2012 from 5.30 pm onwards

7. Traffic/ Highways. 

a) Back Lanes. The clerk said that following the distribution of the letter about speeding on the Back Lanes he had received a message concerning a number of issues. It was agreed to respond suggesting that whilst the parish council did believe that the letter was justified they accepted that this was not the only problem Mr Clarke asked that a further effort should be made to bring the problem of the broken wall in the middle lane to the authorities.
b) Village Signs. It was noted that work was continuing with the erection of the signs. The clerk was asked have confirmed that the speed limit signs were legal.

c) Flooding Ward Cllr Blackwell said he would speak to David Bechelli about the problem around the Copeland council’s land at Eden/Churchill drive

d) C 4008 to Hensingham It was agreed that the highways authority should be contacted about the state of the road especially around the Commercial Park. 

8 Howgate Ward Steward Mrs McGuirk said that the boardwalks had been strimmed. It was agreed to ask the lengthsman to clean some of the road signs. The clerk said that the fence on Dent road was too big a job for the lengthsman but Works 4 You had provided an estimate which it was agreed to accept. 

9 Playing Field and Allotments The clerk said that the borough council had tendered again to cut the playing field and it was agreed to accept He said that the allotments were in a poor shape and it was agreed to ask Works 4 You to undertake improvement work He said that there were a number of requests for allotments and once some remedial work had been undertaken efforts could be made to let.
