    Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of the

Moresby Parish Council
held on the 7th February 2011

1. Attendance:  Chairman Cllr Lawson, Cllrs Coward, Horricks, Mackay McGuirk, Morgan, Troughton, Young, Ward Cllr Blackwell and the Clerk. One member of the public was present.

2 Apologies and Announcements: There were apologies from Cllrs Clarke and Horricks and from County Cllr Ross. 

3. Approval of the last minutes: The minutes of the January 2011 meeting were agreed subject to an amendment to item 13b where “Stamper’s Farm” was deleted and “the last bungalow on Moresby Parks Road” inserted.
4 Declaration of Member’s Interests: It was agreed that should an item arise where it was proper for a declaration of interest to be made it would be done at that stage.

5.a) Ward/County Councillor. Ward Councillor Blackwell said he would speak to the elections officer at the district council to check the ward boundaries in relation to the parish boundaries. 
b) Public Participation Mr Sewell said that he had attended his first school governors meeting and would raise the question of the blocked off entrance to the school garden at a later stage. He said he had spoken to an employee of United Utilities who he said was looking at the route for the replacement rising main from the Pumping Station. The clerk confirmed that United Utilities were to undertake this work.
6. Howgate Ward. The clerk said that the group had recently held a meeting when a number of issues had been discussed. He said that because the Highways Agency were not now proposing to hold a twelve month evaluation of the new road he and the partnership chairman had been to see the member of parliament. He said that a meeting with the contractor who was to take up the duties of the parish lengthsman had to be arranged. He said that the Cumbria Community Foundation had contacted the group about a community fund in relation to the Fairfield Wind Farm The group had agreed that the benefit area should be restricted to the four parishes. Mr Troughton raised a further issue that had been discussed. He said that if the county councillor’s capital fund scheme was to run in the year 2011/2012 then Moresby would benefit and that the parish council should give some thought on how the money should be spent.    
7. Grass Cutting The clerk said that he had met officers from the district council who had said that Copeland B C did not own any land in the parish but did cut grass on Home Housing land. They were content for the parish council to cut these grassed areas. He said additionally the district council cut sightlines on behalf of the county council inside the 30mph zone but not on other roads. The officers confirmed that they were meeting the area engineer and would then provide a note of what grass cutting they may undertake in the coming year.

8 Police Report The chairman welcomed PCSO Lake who said that incidents logged in the last month included those for criminal damage, burglary and anti-social behaviour. He said arrests had been made and property recovered. He said that although the new shift system was now in place he and PC Doyle continued to patrol the area
9. Traffic/ Highways.
a) Old Railway Bridge Moresby Parks Ward Cllr Blackwell said that engineers had examined the bridge and had discovered some deterioration which would require repairs but they had said that the bridge remained safe for normal use.
b) Grit Bins The chairman said that the bins appeared to be being filled as required but there was still a need for new bins to be placed in areas not at present covered.
c) Parkfield Road The clerk said he had asked the area engineer to meet him on site when convenient and that they would take the opportunity to look at extending the footpath on Moresby Parks Road.
d) Speeding Ward Cllr Blackwell said that the problem was no better. PCSO Lake said that the speed gun had been used and asked if there was a better time for the officers to be in place He said he would ask that the issue be made a priority for next month.

There were no objections raised. Ward Cllr Blackwell made a personal declaration as a member of the district council planning panel.

f) The vicar at St Bridget’s had invited the councillors to attend the celebration of unity service on the 6th March 2011 at St Mark’s church Moresby Parks.
