1. Attendance:  Chairman Cllr Lawson, Cllrs Clarke, Coward, Horricks, McAdam, McGuirk, Morgan, Troughton, Young, County Cllr Ross and the Clerk. One member of the public was present.
2 Apologies and Announcements: There were no apologies. 

3. Approval of the last minutes: The minutes of the December 2010 meeting were agreed.
4 Declaration of Member’s Interests: It was agreed that should an item arise where it was proper for a declaration of interest to be made it would be done at that stage.

5.a) Ward/County Councillor. County Councillor Ross referred to the gritting arrangements that had been put in place during the recent cold weather
b) Public Participation Mr Sewell said that he had received notification from the school that he had been appointed a governor. He asked that information be sought about the problems with the main sewer running past Merlin Drive.
6 Howgate Ward Steward The clerk said that the funding for a parish environment worker had now been received. He said at the next meeting of the Howgate/Distington partnership which was fixed for the 1st February 2011 arrangements would be finalised. He said that the worker would concentrate on repair and improvement work rather than litter picking and grass cutting. The clerk said that there was a contribution from the parishes which in the first year for Moresby would be £117.00
7 Police Report The chairman welcomed PCSO Lake who said that 45 incidents had been logged for the parish since 6th December 2010. He said that a number of the logs related to road incidents on the A595. He said however there had been 2 anti social incidents one at the school when some young people were found on the roof. He said a number of thefts had been reported including theft from the roof of the school. Fly tipping at Adamsgill Farm had been reported. Concern was expressed by a councillor at the use of Quad bikes by very young children on the public highway. 

8. Traffic/ Highways. 

a) Steel Brow Notification had been received from the county council that the U4013 would be closed for approximately 10 days for road repairs in the next three months.
b) Village Signs. The clerk said that they had now been ordered.
c) Old Railway Bridge Moresby Parks The clerk said that he had followed up a message from Mr Clarke and had asked the highways authority to inspect the bridge. 
c) Grit Bins The chairman reported that the bins were not all being filled and that both one at Falcon place and one at Walkmill were empty It was agreed that the council should ask for one to be placed at Tivoli near the lay by and that those in need of repair should be reported. County Cllr Ross said he understood that more bins were on order.
d) Parkfield Road The issue of cars parking at the junction was again raised The clerk said he would ask the area engineer to meet him to discuss the problem and whether on payment the county council would paint double yellow lines around the road junction.
