    Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of the

Moresby Parish Council
held on the 6th June 2011

1. Attendance:  Chairman Cllr Lawson, Cllrs Coward, Horricks, Mackay, McGuirk, Rosin, Troughton, Young, County Cllr Ross and the Clerk.

2 Apologies and Announcements: There were apologies from Cllr Pritchard and Ward Cllr Blackwell
One member of the public was present

3. Approval of the last minutes: The minutes of the May 2011 AGM meeting were agreed 

4 Declaration of Member’s Interests: It was agreed that should an item arise where it was proper for a declaration of interest to be made it would be done at that stage.

5.a) Ward/County Councillor. County Councillor Ross said that changes to the county council community unit at Cleator Moor would result in a reduction in both the number of Neighbourhood Forums and the occasions when they met in the year. He said that a grants panel would be set up to avoid applicants attending more than one forum. Applicants seeking a grant from only one forum would continue to make their submission to the single forum. 
b) Public Participation Mr Sewell raised an issue concerning the golf course footpath outside the parish. He asked about United Utilities work on the line footpath. The clerk said that the matter was on the agenda under item 6
6. Railway Line Footpath The clerk said he and Bob Muscat the countryside ranger had met the representative from United Utilities and were satisfied that the work to be undertaken would improve the path although there would be disruption whilst the work was being carried out. He said that at present United Utilities were still attempting to identify land owners.
7. Allotments and landscape work It was noted that the tenant of the allotment which was causing the council serious concern had been ill and it was agreed to put the matter back until the July meeting. It was agreed to ask the district council to return to cutting the playing field and to ask Works 4 You to undertake work on the common areas of the allotments.
8 Concurrent Services Scheme The clerk said the concurrent services scheme would operate again this year and it was agreed that the parish would undertake landscape work and play area improvements and that these matters would form the basis of the application

9. Police Issues No officers were present and it was agreed that Sgt Bennett would be asked to attend the next meeting. Issues of abandoned cars, inappropriate parking, concerns about dangerous electric cables and quad bikes were raised and the clerk said he would advise the police.  
9a. Traffic/ Highways. The chairman welcomed Karl Melville who had recently been appointed Area Highways and Transport manager for Copeland. He said that work was to be undertaken to eliminate the large number of pot holes in and around the parish. He said that the scheme to improve the pedestrian safety over the old railway line on Moresby Parks Road had been agreed at a cost of £24k and would be part funded from the County Councillor’s capital fund. In response to a question he said that the road markings at the junction to the north of the bridge would change. He said that Kevin Cosgrove would be in touch about the village signs. The clerk said that he would resend the e-mail messages agreeing the original estimate. Karl gave an indication of the administration arrangements now that much of the work had been brought back in house. Finally he gave an outline of the way the Better Highways scheme would work although he said that until the Amey contract ended not all the benefits would be apparent.  
i) Footpaths It was agreed to remind the county council about the request for some tiding up on the board walks especially around the ponds.
10 Work for Steward The clerk said he would try to meet the steward behind Emmaus House to look at the Beck. He said he had asked for work to be undertaken on the notice board at Low Moresby and as agreed allotment work would be added to the list. 

11 Donation to Moresby Parks Primary School A request had been made for a donation to assist the school enter a float in the Whitehaven Carnival. It was agreed to donate £150

12a. Housing Policy. The clerk referred to the note with the agenda. It was agreed to adopt the policy subject to the reference to the boundaries being more explicit 
13 Cumbria Minerals and Waste Development Framework  The clerk said that it would appear from a county council cabinet minute from the 28th April 21011 meeting that the waste recycling centre would now be located at Lillyhall and not the Commercial Park
