1. Attendance:  Chairman Cllr Lawson, Cllrs Coward, Horricks, Kelly, Morgan, Troughton, Young, County Cllr Ross and the Clerk.
2 Apologies and Announcements: There were apologies from Cllrs Clarke, Mackay, McAdam and McGuirk and from Ward Cllr Blackwell. 

3. Approval of the last minutes: The minutes of the February 2011 meeting were agreed 

4 Declaration of Member’s Interests: It was agreed that should an item arise where it was proper for a declaration of interest to be made it would be done at that stage.

5.a) Ward/County Councillor. County Councillor Ross said that there were changes pending in the administration of the county council area support offices.

6. Parish Council Elections The clerk said that parish council elections would be held on the 5th May 2011 with nomination forms to be at the Copeland Council offices by noon on the 4th April 2011. He said that he would not receive blank forms until the week of the 14th March 2011 and it was agreed that the clerk contact present councillors once they were to hand.
7. Footpaths. The clerk said that he had received an e-mail message from a resident of Moresby Parks concerned at the state of the footpath on the old railway line. The chairman said he would report to the next meeting and the clerk agreed to contact United Utilities to find out the exact course of the replacement rising main. 
8 Police Report The chairman welcomed PCSO Lake who said that incidents logged in the last month included those for criminal damage and drunkenness. He said that there had been none logged as anti-social behaviour. He said problems were being encountered with theft of scrap metal and diesel throughout Copeland and he was encouraging local farmers to join farm watch. He said he was arranging a bike marking event in the parish when the police van was available
9. Traffic/ Highways.
a) Parking. Councillors expressed concern that cars were being left in inappropriate places often not taxed. PCSO Lake said that they were aware of the problem and reported every instance to DVLC. Mrs Coward raised the problem where the ambulance could not turn in Dent Road because of poor parking. 

b) Grit Bins The clerk said he would raise the issue with the highways when he saw them on Friday 11th March 2011.
c) Parkfield Road The clerk said he was to speak to the highways staff at the county council on the 11th March 2011.
d) A595 Pope exercise The clerk said that he had been advised that Jamie reed had written to the Department for Transport and was awaiting a response.
