    Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of the

Moresby Parish Council
held on the 7th November 2011

1. Attendance:  Chairman Cllr Lawson, Cllrs Coward, McGuirk, Pritchard, Rosin, Troughton, Young, County Cllr Ross, and the Clerk.

One member of the public was present.
2 Apologies and Announcements: There was an apology from Cllr Horricks and Ward Cllr Blackwell.

3. Approval of the last minutes: The minutes of October 2011 meeting were agreed 

4 Declaration of Member’s Interests: It was agreed that should an item arise where it was proper for a declaration of interest to be made it would be done at that stage.

5.a) Ward/County Councillor. County Cllr Ross said that together with Ward Cllr Blackwell and Cumbria highway officers he had paid a site visit to the old railway bridge. Mrs McGuirk had also been present and consideration was now been given to making the road to the junction with the C4006 one way. That would require traffic leaving the Walkmill/Dent Road area to enter the main road via the post office square. He said that arrangements were to be made for a traffic numbers survey and to look at the speed humps on Moresby Parks Road. He said that some street lamps had been repaired.
b) Public Participation Mr Sewell said that there was now an unauthorised plaque on the footpath where the fatal accident had occurred.
6 Police Issues The chairman welcomed PCSO Lace. He said it could well be his last meeting as he was to join the Civil Nuclear Constabulary at Sellafield in early 2012 He said that the Cumbria police telephone number was changing from the 5th December 2011 to 101 and that there would be advanced publicity. He referred to the crime logs for the area in the last month and mentioned a postal scam that had been reported to the police He circulated the quarterly newsletter. The chairman said that if this proved to be his last meeting then the parish council’s best wishes went with him to his new job.  
7. Highways and Traffic. The clerk referred to a message he had received from a resident of the parish raising the issue of the problems she had encountered at the bridge (see item 5a) She said that unsuitable vehicles were still using the U4009 to the Howgate roundabout and that there was a need for more grit boxes in Low Moresby. The clerk said that the plans for the Back Lanes when they were adopted never included speed bumps but one answer may be to draft a letter to all households in the Back Lanes asking them to be aware that children were likely to be playing in the area.
8. Work for Parish Steward The clerk asked for work for the parish steward. It was said that the fence at the bottom of Dent Road was in need of repair. The 30mph sign on School Brow was mentioned as in need of cleaning and the clerk said that he would raise these issues and ask for a update on other matters which had been reported. 
a) Use of Allotments. The clerk said Mr King of 8 Moresby Parks was to take over Sandy Mackay’s old allotment. He was the first on the reserve list. It was agreed that in the New Year a quote would be obtained for Works 4 You to undertake some serious improvement work on the Allotments.
b) Motor Mower The chairman said that he had not yet spoken to the farmer. 

c) Pipe laying. The clerk said he had received notification that United Utilities were not to proceed to lay replacement pipes on the old railway line footpath in the present financial year.
d.). Notice Board Moresby Parks. The clerk said he had received a quotation for the work discussed at the last meeting and it was agreed that it was acceptable
