    Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of the

Moresby Parish Council
held on the 3rd October 2011

1. Attendance:  Chairman Cllr Lawson, Cllrs Clarke, Coward, Horricks, Kelly, McGuirk, Pritchard, Rosin, Troughton, Young, County Cllr Ross, and the Clerk.

Two members of the public were present.
2 Apologies and Announcements: There was an apology from Ward Cllr Blackwell.

The clerk said that he had received a letter of resignation from Mr A D Mackay who indicated that work commitments would prevent his attendance at future meetings. The resignation letter was accepted and the clerk said he would contact the district council for the appropriate notice to be issued. 

3. Approval of the last minutes: The minutes of the September 2011 meeting were agreed 

4 Declaration of Member’s Interests: It was agreed that should an item arise where it was proper for a declaration of interest to be made it would be done at that stage.

5.a) Ward/County Councillor. County Cllr Ross said that he was to meet a member of the county council highways department staff in the next seven days and they would look at the safety measures taken at the old railway bridge .He said that whilst it was stated that improvements to the road surface would be carried out the priority was for flood areas with the result that pot hole work had been delayed.  He said that the neighbourhood forum had been fixed for the 5th October 2011 at Lowca.
b) Public Participation Mr Scott said that he was concerned about plans for wind turbines on Moresby Moss He asked that the parish council write complaining. He said that the ones that had been erected were an eyesore. He said that there had been a directive from Europe and it had to be rejected. The clerk reminded the meeting that at present no plans had been deposited with the district council. Mr Sewell asked if the parish council were satisfied with the new footpath from Moresby Parks Road to Round Close. The clerk said that he had asked the countryside ranger to report on the state of the path.
6 Police and Housing Issues The chairman welcomed Mrs P Goodwin from Impact Housing. He said there had been no apology from the police. Mrs Goodwin said that she was not aware of any criminal activity in dwellings rented by Impact. She said that there had been a problem at 58 but the tenant had left and the locks changed. She gave the council information about the houses that were owned by Impact and the system of choice based letting that was operated by the housing association. She said she would attend any future meetings because she wanted to get involved with the community and had spoken to the young mothers.
7. Highways and Traffic. The question of the new priority system at the railway bridge was raised again. Councillors said that there was now a danger to drivers wanting to turn left over the bridge when exiting from the Walkmill/Dent Road area. They said that speeding was a problem with some drivers not accepting that they had to give way when entering the village. Mrs McGuirk said that she understood that Ward Cllr Blackwell had taken up the issue and that staff at Emmaus House were now driving into the Square before turning left. The clerk said that he had spoken to the area engineer who said that the village signs would be put in place once payment had been received. Mr Kelly again reported speeding when vehicles entered Moresby Parks from the Distington area. County Cllr Ross was asked about grit bins in the parish.

8. Work for Parish Steward The clerk asked for work for the parish steward. Various signs were mentioned as being in need of repair and work on the common areas of the allotment was again mentioned.
a) Use of Allotments. The clerk said he had written to both tenants whose plots were discussed at the last meeting. He had received a telephone call from the man whose tenancy was to be ended at the end of the financial year and he had suggested that he put his complaint in writing when the parish council would consider the matter. The second letter had resulted in a response from the tenant who agreed that the plot had been allowed to deteriorate. She said that work would be undertaken to improve the plot. Mr Mackay in his letter of resignation also said that he would give up his allotment. The clerk said he would look through the file to see whether there was a reserve list. 
b) Motor Mower The chairman said that he had not yet spoken to the farmer. 
c) Pipe laying. The clerk said he had spoken to the countryside ranger who was to contact United Utilities.
