    Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of the

Moresby Parish Council
held on the 5th September 2011

1. Attendance:  Chairman Cllr Lawson, Cllrs Clarke, Coward, Horricks, Kelly, McGuirk, Rosin, Young, County Cllr Ross, and the Clerk.

One member of the public was present.
2 Apologies and Announcements: There were none.

3. Approval of the last minutes: The minutes of the July 2011 meeting were agreed 

4 Declaration of Member’s Interests: It was agreed that should an item arise where it was proper for a declaration of interest to be made it would be done at that stage.

5.a) Ward/County Councillor. County Cllr Ross said that the highways staff formerly employed by Capita had now transferred back to the county council. He said that the work on the bridge over the old railway line had been completed and he had used the Moresby share of his capital fund payment for 2011/2012 to part fund the scheme. Concern was expressed about the junction turning left onto the bridge from the side road. County Cllr Ross said he would ask the area engineer to look at the problem. He said that the new arrangements for the work of the area office had now been finalised. Jonathan Marriott had left the service and had been replaced by Ted Thwaites who had responsibility for both Copeland and Allerdale area offices. Marilyn Pritchard had retired and her place had been taken by Suzanne Cooper. There would be only two forums in the year The October meeting would be held on the 6th October 2011 but a venue had still to be arranged.
b) Public Participation Mr Sewell asked whether the parish council would enquire when the memorial to the boy who died in the road accident on Moresby Parks Road was to be removed. He asked if following the improvements to the post office whether the fence was to be replaced.
6 Police Issues PCSO Lake was not present and the clerk referred to a letter from Sgt. Bennett which indicated that since the restructuring of the Neighbourhood Policing Teams it would not be possible to routinely send police constables to parish council meetings although they would attend on request and the PCSO would attend when possible and should send the clerk information by e-mail prior to the meeting. There were no matters of a criminal nature to report back to the officer
7. Highways and Traffic. Concern had been expressed to the county councillor earlier in the meeting about the junction immediately before the old railway line now that the priority signs had been installed. The issue of the pot holes in the parish and especially outside the Commercial Park was raised. The county councillor agreed to speak to the area engineer. He also agreed to make enquiries about the grit bins some of which needed to be replaced. The question of speeding from the north end of Moresby Parks was raised and the clerk agreed to contact the police road traffic manager. It was noted that cars parked on the pavement outside the terraced houses on Moresby Parks Road continued to obstruct pedestrians with push chairs. The clerk said that he had been billed for the village signs but had advised the accounts department at the county council that they had not yet been erected.
8. Work for Parish Steward It was agreed to ask the steward to cut back vegetation in the common areas on the allotment site and to look at the fencing around the play area and the fence between the allotment and the play area. He was to be asked to trim back the path through Blue Bell Wood and to approach the school about the overhanging bushes. The clerk said he would speak to the Countryside Ranger to ask when the vegetation on the boardwalks in the Walkmill country park was to be strimmed back and to fix the gate from the Old Pit Lane to the boardwalks. 
a) Use of Allotments The clerk said he had yet to write to the two tenants whose agreement was to be terminated at the end of the financial year but would do so before the next meeting 

b) Motor Mower Mr Morgan continued to cut the grass in the parish and the Chairman had spoken to him about use of the mower outside the parish and the question of garaging it. The chairman said he would speak to the farmer about keeping it on his premises.
c) Pipe laying. The clerk said he had heard nothing more about plans to relay pipes along the old railway line footpath and he would contact United Utilities
9 School Report The clerk said he had circulated the report from the school. The parish council were pleased that standards were rising and opportunities for the pupils were increasing. The council asked for information about the commemoration of the 50th anniversary of the closure of the Walkmill pit.

10 Howgate Distington Partnership report The clerk said the group met on the 26th July 2011 and received presentations from Natural England about the coastal path, from Cumbria Community Foundation about the Fairfield wind farm community benefit scheme, from Home Group about their community plan strategy, from the Copeland council enforcement manager about the plans for enforcement officers as well as discussing the work of the parish steward
