Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting of the 

Moresby Parish 
held on the 9th May 2011 at 7.00 pm.

1 Election of Chairman: Cllr Lawson the chairman of the Moresby Parish Council chaired the meeting

2. Report of council activities 1\04\10 to 31\3\11 The clerk referred to the report circulated with the agenda and it was agreed that this report represented a fair record of the major activities of the council over the year ended 31st March 2011. He said there were a number of areas where he could provide further information. Section 1. Councillors. The elections for the parish council were held every four years and following an uncontested election held on the 5th May 2011 two new councillors, Mrs Pritchard and Mrs Rosen had been elected in place of Mr McAdam and Mr Morgan who did not stand. Section 8 Landscape Work. The clerk said that with Mr Morgan planning to leave the village new storage space for the mower had to be found. Under Section 5 Highways a question was asked about arrangements for vehicles joining Moresby Parks Road by the bridge when the priority signs were in place. The clerk said he would take the mater up with the area engineer. The state of some roads in Moresby Parks was raised with particular reference to pot holes in the Square and on Highmoor Road.
3. The Community Police Officer The chairman said that he had not received any apologies from the police. The clerk said that he would refer any matter raised to the community police officer. Reference was made to the problems with cars left in inconvenient places and to a caravan which appeared to have an electric cable running across the highway to a house. A resident reported that her daughter had spoken to the police concerning very dangerous driving through Moresby Parks. It was generally felt that since the arrangements for policing the village had changed the link between the officer and the community had been broken.

4.  Howgate Ward Steering Group Report The parish clerk presented the report and said that an item would be included in each agenda asking for work that the parish lengthsman could undertake. Mention was made of the need to clear the beck behind Emmaus House.

5. Reports from other Parish organizations. The chairman said he understood that the Rugby Club were hoping to field a team starting with the new season  Mrs McGuirk and Mrs Young said that they attended the Mary Jackson trust fund meeting and payments to widows in the parish continued to be made but there was no increase this year. A service had been held in the Methodist Chapel to mark the signing of the Declaration of Intent between St Mark’s Methodist Church and the Parish of Moresby and that work was now complete on the fabric of the parish church. It was noted that the model flying club was thriving, that the W I continued to meet at Rosehill and the old folks had a bingo session at the rugby clubhouse each week in addition to organising the annual Christmas meal and party. John Moffat the chairman of the school governors at Moresby Parks primary school said that the school were working to forge closer links with the community and were aiming to involve residents with more school activities whilst ensuring pupils were took part in community events. He said that he would ensure that the parish council had sight of the governors meeting minutes and that he had asked the head teacher to provide a state of the school report.
